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seen many exciting changes and developments, from the introduction of laptops for students to the opening of
dedicated vocational facilities catering for a range of disciplines.

Throughout the sixth form you are encouraged to become independent, responsiblejsaiilined and highly
motivated young adults who are happy, wbllanced and stable and who know how to make value judgements.
Our expectation is for you to take more responsibility for your own learning so that you are well prepared for
university or professional training.

You are responsible for organising your own study programme, though the school will provide a programme of
assistance with study skills, during form time. As a general guide, a minimum of five hours study a week for each
subject is required, in addition to lesson time. It should be stressed that wide background reading is essential for
all sixth form study. Some of this work can be completed in private study time within school, but the majority

will need to be done at home and you should ensure that you organise your time at home to enable assignments
to be completed on time.

We offer a range of academic and vocational qualifications to our Sixth Form students. We aim to ensure that
students accepted into the Sixth Form can be placed on appropriate courses where they are likely to succeed.
For this reason, we ask all applicants to attend an Open Evening which provides information about courses on
offer and an opportunity for students and their parents to speak to Sixth Form staff in order to ensure that
applications are submitted for the most suitable courses of study.

The School participates in the Kent Online Application Scheme and all applicants are required to submit an online
application which can be accessed from the website: www.kentchoices4u.com. We welcome external
applications from students transferring from other schools. The same admission criteria will apply to both

internal and external students.

What can you study?

The courses you choose to study will depend on the GCSE grades you achieve at the end of Year 11. It is important
remember that whatever grades you achieve , there is a course that will be suitable for you at the Academy.

There are a wide range of level 3 and vocational courses available. As well as following these courses, you will alsc
be given the opportunity to continue to study Englisiathematicsand ICT.

All Year 12 students follow an Enrichment programme designed to broaden the experience of students. Amongst
many interesting and useful courses this program includes further careers guidance and preparation for University a
well as the contribution of visiting speakers.

If there is a particular
subject, for instance, Psychology and Law, which you would like to study but is not offered by the Academy, it may
be possible for you to go to the Folkestone School for Girls to study it there.
